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EA R T H DAYς 4 0  YE A R S I N RE V I E W 
by Rae Ann Dougherty 

"Rising concern about the environmental crisis is sweeping the nation's campuses with an intensity that may be on its way to 

eclipsing student discontent over the war in Vietnam ... a national day of observance of environmental problems ... is being 

planned for next spring ... when a nationwide environmental 'teach-in' ... coordinated from the office of Senator Gaylord Nelson 

is planned." - Gladwin Hill, The New York Times, Nov. 30, 1969  

 

Earth Day was launched 40 years ago this year.  This is commonly recognized as the anniversary of the modern environmental 

movement.  Because of many environmental atrocities such as the suffocating blanket of smog covering greater Los Angeles; 

the atmospheric inversion that temporarily raised the death rate in Donora, PA (1948) by 400 percent; a London "fog" that 

killed 4,000 people over a four-day period (1952); Cleveland's Cuyahoga River catching fire (1969); and a study showed 88.2% 

of American children had lead in their blood stream due to lead in the atmosphere (1970). Outrage lead to 20 million people to 

participating in inaugural Earth Day activities around the United States on April 22,1970!  

 

The idea for Earth Day evolved over a period of years, Senator Gaylord Nelson had been troubled that the state of our environ-

ment was simply a non-issue in the politics of the country.  Senator Nelson felt that if the United States could tap into the envi-

ronmental concerns of the general public and infuse the student anti-war energy of the time into the environmental cause, he 

could generate a demonstration that would force this issue onto the political agenda.  It was a big gamble and it worked é be-

cause of a spontaneous response at the grassroots level.   

 

Air quality, which is just one aspect of environmental concerns, will be outlined to illustrate the evolution of the overall environ-

mental movement. In 1967, Congress passed the first federal legislation aimed at reducing pollution. Although this law did not 

set standards, did not impose hard deadlines, and did not provide enforcement it did provide a framework for more effective 

legislation. In 1970 Congress passed the Clean Air Act which created ground-breaking rules to curb pollution by large industrial 

facilities.  Specifically the law identified and set standards for six òcriteriaó pollutants identified as harmful to human health 

and the environment, including lead. In 1923 gasoline spiked with lead was introduced to the market to enhance engine per-

formance.  The 1970 law began the required phase out of lead.  Lead phase out has proven to be one of the greatest environ-

mental health initiatives of the last century.  With the phase out of lead, blood-lead levels in human beings dropped dramati-

cally.  According to data compiled by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, by 1995, the percentage of U.S. children 

with elevated blood-lead levels dropped from 88.2% in the 1970s to an amazing 4.4%. 

 

Because many states failed to meet mandated targets, in 1977 the 

Clean Air Act Amendments were adopted.  New Source Review which 

addressed older facilities that had previously been "grandfathered" 

and required older industrial facilities that wanted to expand to un-

dergo an EPA assessment and install pollution controls.  As a young 

engineer for Atlantic Richfield Company (ARCO), a petrochemical com-

pany that has since been acquired by BP Amoco, I spearheaded the 

effort to secure ARCOõs FIRST Prevention of Significant Deterioration 

(PSD) air quality permit for their oil and gas operations.   

 

In 1990 additional amendments to the Clean Air Act were passed that 

were focused on acid rain control.  Despite continued protests by in-

dustry interests that these regulations were prohibitively costly, in 

1995 the Department of Energy estimated the costs to power plants 

to reduce their pollution levels under the 1990 Clean Air Act Amend-

ments accounted for merely 0.6 percent of the utilitiesõ overall $151 

billion operating expenses.  

 

So what is the status of our environment?  Have these efforts paid off?   

 

The Centers for Disease Control conducts a National Health and 

Nutrition Examination Survey (NHANES) in an effort to monitor the 

health of the American public each year. According to its findings, 

blood-levels in children went from double digits in the '70s to single 

digits in the '90s.

In 

addition to her academic achievements, Holly is a dedicated thespian, serving as president of Thespian Troupe #7322 and 

participating in nine theatrical productions during her high school years.  She is also the editor of her schoolõs literary maga-

zine.  Hollyõs teachers praise her exemplary leadership skills, motivation for learning, and aptitude for scientific research and 

discovery.  Holly will begin her civil engineering studies this fall at Cornell University.  

 

 

Margaret Heikes is an extremely-well rounded student at Fossil Ridge High School in Fort Collins, Colorado.  In addition to 

maintaining a 4.0 grade point average in a curriculum that has included ten Advanced Placement courses, Meg has been an 

active member of the National Honor Society, Key Club, Gifted and Talented program, Student Ambassadors, Spanish Honor 

Society, and Leaderõs Challenge.  She has honed her leadership skills through her athletic and community activities, serving as 

captain of her basketball team; lettering in cross-country, track and field, and soccer; and volunteering over 100 hours per 

year with numerous charitable organizations including the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society, the Salvation Army, and the Den-

ver Childrenõs Hospital.  Meg plans to study chemical engineering with a medical focus at the University of Colorado at Boulder, 

with the goal of using her problem solving and mathematics skills for the betterment of humanity.  
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Almost all the pollutants in our ambient air quality that have been regulated have significantly decreased since 1970.  Specifi-

cally carbon monoxide decreased 31%; a reduction of 27% has been documented for sulfur dioxide; particulate matter (PM-10 

which includes soot, smoke, dirt, and liquid droplets) has seen a 71% decline; and lead has experienced a 98% drop.  In addi-

tion, volatile organic compounds, such as dry cleaning fluids and paint thinners, which contribute significantly to photochemi-

cal smog production and certain health problems, have also declined some 42% from their 1970 levels.  

 

While we have made huge strides, our awareness and sensitivity increases.  Today indoor air is often more polluted than out-

door air.  While much attention is paid to outdoor air pollution the EPA has found that levels of air pollution inside the home 

can be two to five times higher (and sometimes even 100 times higher) than outside levels.  This is noteworthy since we spend 

the vast majority of our time (87%) indoors.   

 

Detergents, degreasers, stain removers and pesticides have made our homes miniature chemical factories.  The problem is 

exacerbated when we clean in small unventilated spaces such as a windowless bathroom, where levels of cleaning chemicals 

in the air can be highly concentrated.   Many of the chemicals found in our homes are used to make our lives easier, but not 

necessarily safer.  Cleaning products are everywhere in our homes and get everywhere when we use them ð on our dishes, 

countertops, floors, hands, etc.   

 

While the initial focus of control was towards the industrial operations, today the focus turns to individual actions in our home.  

Since cleaning products generate some of this poor indoor air quality, I currently focus on educating about the importance of 

using green cleaning products.  While this may not seem like a significant issue, the average consumer nationwide uses about 

30 pounds of laundry detergent a year; all together, Americans use about 8.3 billion pounds of dry detergent and a billion gal-

lons of liquid detergent each year!   

 

In 1970, Earth Day organized itself ð as it continues to do.  Today Earth Day has become one of the largest secular civic events 

in the world.  This year we will see concerned citizens of the planet come out in force, calling for action against global warming 

and a healthy, sustainable environment.  The Green GenerationÊ  Global Day of Action expects over a billion people from 174 

countries will participate in Earth Day 40 events around the globe in the form of breakfasts, celebrations, parties, wine and 

food festivals, marathons, concerts, even scuba diving contests.  Check out the Earth Day Network website, www.earthday.net, 

to learn about specific events or become an organizer of an event.  While we have made great strides we now realize there is 

much more to do.
